Acts 17:26-27, ESV – 26 And he made from one man every nation of mankind to live on all the face of the earth, having 
determined allotted periods and the boundaries of their dwelling place, 27 that they should seek God, and perhaps feel 
their way toward him and find him. Yet he is actually not far from each one of us, 
 

Isa 55:6, ESV – 6 “Seek the LORD while he may be found; call upon him while he is near; 
 
Prov 8:17, ESV – 17 I love those who love me, and those who seek me diligently find me. 
 
Jer 29:13, ESV – 13 You will seek me and find me, when you seek me with all your heart. 
 
Ps 145:18, ESV – 18 The LORD is near to all who call on him, to all who call on him in truth.

Gal 5:13-15, ESV – 13 For you were called to freedom, brothers. Only do not use your freedom as an opportunity for 
the flesh, but through love serve one another. 14 For the whole law is fulfilled in one word: “You shall love your neighbor 
as yourself.” 15 But if you bite and devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed by one another.
